Connect your devices to CNS wireless Network

About Wireless Networks on the Campus

Wireless Network Access Points are widely available
on the campus for research and educational
purposes. Wireless Network is the network that are
connected over wireless signals. Wireless Network
of CNS uses IEEE 802.11/a/b/g/n. Your accesses
have to be authorized through personal certificates
or MAC address filtering system. Your certificate
strengthens security of connection and also
confirms your identity on the network.
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In this section, two methods to make an access
to the Internet are explained: 1. Wireless Access
with certificates. 2, MAC address registration. All
the descriptions will be for Windows 8.1/7, Mac OS
Marvericks. If your devices are not compatible with
connections certificate, MAC address registration
is recommended, however with less secure
connection compared to certified connection.

O ] What is SFC-SFS?

SFC-CNS stands for Shonan Fujisawa Campus —
Campus Network System. Network is the web of
interconnected computers that share information
resources, which is integral part of our society. CNS
is the name of the network system that supports
academic life on the Shonan Fujisawa Campus.

Network system resources available for our use are
delivered in different types of form that include
wireless network access points, Gakuji web system
and so forth. CNS is the overall environment of all
the network resources on the campus and shared
resources for all the professors and students.

Numbers of computers are connected to CNS
and commonly used for research and educational
purposes. Students of the campus are free to use
the shared resources through these computers
installed on the campus or with limit on your
personal computers.

O ? What is a Network?

Most of us will encounter this particular question
in the very first Internet related class. “What is the
difference between THE INTERNET and Internet?”

“Network” has various meanings to it; size, scale,
wired or wireless or both.

As to answer the first questions, “the Internet: is the

term for the world wide web connected all across
the borders, whereas “an inter-network “is just a
web of any types of interconnected computers.
In order to call interconnected computers ‘a
network’ in a technical term, it has to be computers
interconnected over Internet Protocol (IP). So
following that logic, we can all say that any kinds of
devices and computers connected on LAN or WAN
are called “Internet”.

The difference between “the Internet” and
“Internet” is the scale of the networks. However,
these terms are often used interchangeably and
make some confusion. Shonan Fujisaca Campus
is the pioneer of the Internet in Japan and being a
member of SFC means you are part of it. We shall
utilize the most out of the network we have on
the campus for better campus life and research
accomplishments.
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CNS Accounts

O ] What is an “account”?

All the professors, students and staffs at the Shonan
Fujisawa Campus spent and work on the CNS Network.
Those who utilize the system are called “Users” and their

privileges to use are called “Account”.

Accounts on CNS accounts are assigned to researchers,
students and staffs in the Policy Department,
Environmental Information Department and Policy and
Media Department of the campus, based on the"SFC-
CNS Terms and Use”.

For those who would like to obtain a sub CNS account
but not a student of these three departments are
allowed to do so at Shonan Fujisawa Information
Technology Center websites.

Identification and secure use of the CNS system is
achieved through providing an account for each of
students on the campus. A CNS account comes with
an ID and a password. CNS account name is uniquely
assigned to each one of users. In addition, accounts can
tell your department( &R ), enrollment year( A2 EE ),

and your initials of names (1 =</ v L)
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The example above is telling that the account is of a
student enrolled to Policy Department in the year of
2014.

Each of the accounts has email services. And an email
address would be [Your loginname] @sfc.keio.ac.jp.
You need to login to the emailing service with different

passwords from your CNS account password.

O ? Management of Passwords

CNS login password is used for identifying user’s true
identify for login.
You must make a password that completes the

following conditions.

1. Only alphabets and numbers with a few exceptions of
symbols.

2. Contains 10 or more letters

3. At least have one small and capital letter with a

number.

Your CNS login password must be renewed every
180days to the minimum, otherwise your CNS account
will be terminated and unable to access. For changing
your password, please referto [ Z 4 ~ JU K E].In
case of forgetting your password or your account is
suspended, please referto [ 2 ~JUERTE ]

Your login password must be carefully protected as your
login password is not only protecting your data and
identify but also the security and integrity of all the CNS
accounts registered on the network. For better security,

you must not let others know or guess your password.
